I can't tell you what 
a thrill it is to sing a song and know just about everything 
there is to know regarding its proper performance.   

 Gents, the type of rehearsal we've experienced in the last few 
weeks will get us to a level never experienced before. It has 
been a challenge for me as well to not return to our old 
ways.  In the past, I make changes and move forward.  Now, 
I will take the time to be sure that everyone is marking their 
music in a way that makes sense  to them.   

Also, I will do less and less teaching of notes. We need to 
take the time in rehearsal to hone and create musicality. The 
note learning happens at home. Now, I will tell you that this 
is going to be the most difficult part for me. I will always 
want to fix notes on the fly. I'll have to police myself and you 
can help by learning your notes cold on your own. 

This is a really exciting time for the Fun Center Chords-
men. We're on a path that we've looked at and dreamed about 
in the past. We're on the path now! Believe it and continue to 
make it a reality. Work hard, practice perfectly, picture your 
performance mode and make it happen every time. Most  
importantly, and this goes hand in hand with all of my other 
points, we will no longer just sing through music. From now 
on, whenever, wherever and whatever we sing...every time, 
it’s  a performance!  

This is born out  of a 100% commitment to the song, yourself 
and every man around you. I wish for everyone the experi-
ence I had last week. To stand together with some of your 
best friends and perform a  song at a higher level than most 
of the people in the Barbershop Harmony Society.      ♫ 

I have recently had a fantastic experience 
I'd like to tell you about. First some back-
ground. Our 2003 International Champion 
Quartet, Power Play is retiring this 
year. They are hosting a farewell concert 
featuring quartets that have had an influ-
ence on their run as a quartet. Included on 
the concert line-up is; The Ritz, Gas 
House Gang, Rural Route 4 and my  
former quartet, Uptown Sound.   

When Uptown was competing internationally, we would 
hang out with the other quartets back stage and cheer each 
other on. In 2003, we had talked with Power Play and hoped 
that either one of our quartets could win that year's competi-
tion. As it turned our Power Play did win and we could not 
have been happier. What a great group of guys.  

In preparing for this concert, the original members of  
Uptown Sound, have been e-mailing plans for songs and  
rehearsals. We got together for the first time, in a long time, 
to sing through our old songs so we could figure out what 
would be ready to sing on this stage of power house quartets. 

 What I found was amazing to me. As we sang through our 
music, it seemed that we hadn't missed much of a beat during 
our time off. We sang many of our most popular songs, many 
of which we had done in contest. These contest songs that 
had been worked, coached and buffed to a shine for contest, 
were just about ready to hit the stage again after a quick 
"sing-through." This only confirmed what I always knew.  
"Perfect practice makes perfect!" 

 When a song is readied for contest by a top twenty-type 
quartet, many, many hours are spent working on and under-
standing the song. The words are defined, the flow is deter-
mined, the harmonies are scrutinized and sometimes  
reworked. Every note, word, beat, and chord are attended to.

On a  co ld  win te r ' s  n i gh t 
in  1928,  the Ohio Theatre (now the 
Renaissance) opened to a sold out 
audience. 

The theatre was constructed for the 
lofty sum of 500 thousand dollars 
and was "dedicated to the future pro-

gress of our city". Exactly eighty 
years later, January 19, 2008, the historic showplace was 
the guest of honor for an 80th anniversary salute.  

The front office of Renaissance Performing Arts sought to 
recreate the opening night entertainment, which included 
a 12 man barbershop ensemble.  

Matt Joslin, RPA executive director stopped by my  
office to see if twelve Chordsmen singers would be  
available to  perform at the anniversary concert. After 
checking with the members who regularly perform in 
quartets, I notified Mr. Joslin, that "we were in".  

The VLQ performed three songs; "Hello, Mary Lou", 
"San Francisco Bay Blues" and "The Whiffenpoof Song" 
with several jokes interjected between the numbers.  

One of the Mansfield Chapter's registered quartets,  
Bravada, also had a moment in the spotlight, later in the 
show performing “Cross That Mason Dixon Line” and  
"Love That Barbershop Style."

Non-barbershop elements in the show included, the Great 
Kaplan - a vaudeville style,  one man show.  Kaplan  
juggled, told jokes, did magic tricks and brought the house 
down when he played "The Impossible Dream" on an  
ordinary 12 inch red balloon.   

The evening concluded with the audience being treated to 
the same silent movie that was shown on opening night, in 
1928, "Get Your Man", starring Clara Bow. Jerry Lang, 
the organist who opens for our annual show, did a master-
ful job of accompanying the film. The evening was a 
memorable one. Several additional Chordsmen, attended 
the performance, having coughed up 50 cents for  
admission, and 10 cents for popcorn.   

 
Ironically, four of the guys on the 2008 show, also sang for 
the 60th anniversary salute, January 23, 1988. Those sing-
ers were Dave Kracker, Jerry Starret, Roger Humbert 
and Rusty Cates.    ♫

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Several years ago I attended 
the COTS weekend with five or six 
other Chordsmen. At that time, I 
was very nervous about being in 
the  position of V.P. of Member-
ship. And not having been in that 
position before, I didn't have a clue 
on what to do in order to fulfill the 
obligation of that position. Jim 
Smith was Chapter President at that time and he gave me 
some guidance.  

I went to the COTS weekend seminar that year thinking that 
I was going  to learn something about bringing new people 
into the Chapter. I discovered that the Mansfield chapter 
was bringing in new people faster than anyone else in the 
JAD. I came away from that session of COTS that weekend 
with very little knowledge of what to do with membership 
matters or anything else. And it was somewhat boring.  
Leapfrogging to the new and improved COTS this year, I 
came away with a better understanding of what our Chapter 
needs to do and how to do it. I think there were eleven of 
our members there to soak up all the information that every-
one was sharing with the whole audience. And some of 
those new ideas are already in place and working fine.  

I look forward to going back to COTS next year to get more 
new ideas and see what affects this years COTS had on the 
rest of the JAD Chapters.    ♫ 

Have you ever wondered how to tell what key a particular 
song is written in and thus should be sung in? We all know 
if there are no sharps or flats in the key signature, it’s the 
key of C.  

But how about when sharps or flats do appear in the key 
signature? Here is a simple chart to help you determine the 
key signature. 

Count the number of flats in the key signature found at the 
far left hand side of each line on your music. Then recite 
the phrase Fat Babies Eat All Day.  

Example; if there are three flats, the key of the song is Eb. 
(Fat Babies Eat). And when stating the key when there are 
flats in the key signature,  it’s always followed by the word 
flat. Example; Eb. The only exception is the key of F (Fat).  

Similarly, for sharps, count the number of sharps in the key 
signature and then recite this phrase. Gorillas Don’t  
Always Eat Bananas.  

Example; if there are three sharps, the key of the song A. 
(Gorillas Don’t Always).  When stating the key when there 
are sharps in the key signature, it’s never followed by the 
word sharp. In our example, it’s always just stated “key of 
A.” 

I know this seems rudimentary to some. But it’s a start to 
learning how to read music. This chart, along with the one 
in the January issue, should help you begin the process of 
learning to read music. You’ll be a much better barbershop 
singer if you know how. So start now. ♫

“Obstacles are those frightful things you 
see when you take your eyes off your 
goals.”  

The author may be unknown, but the 
statement is ever so true. It’s also been 

truthfully stated that, “You can never stand still (status 
quo) . You’re either moving forward (making progress) or 
moving backward (lack of progress).” 

So the point to ponder this month is two fold. Are we mov-
ing forward or moving backward? Do we still have our 
eyes on the goal or have we allowed ourselves to begin to 
see numerous obstacles? 

We may be moving forward with our eyes still on the goal. 
But it may be possible that we’re taking three steps  
forward followed by two steps backward. We may still 
have our eyes on the goal but our vision may sometimes 
become clouded with obstacles. 

In the past, Steve has taken valuable chorus time to “fix 
notes.” Have you noticed that his response of late has 
been, “That’s something you’re going to have to fix at 
home.” Now if we don’t “fix it at home,” we’re letting 
obstacles get in our way. If we’ve been content to let Steve 
fix notes during rehearsal, we’ve taken our eyes off the 
goal of becoming a High B chorus. Now is the time to stop  
attempting to stand still (status quo) and begin to move 
forward. 

Recorders, the I Love Barbershop pencils, and music in 
hand is the new way of rehearsing. There is no excuse for 
not recording the rehearsal and less of an excuse if you 
don’t listen to it several times during the week. Is that  
another obstacle? 

Other obstacles that may be preventing us from moving 
forward; Not listening intently when Steve is working with 
another part. Whatever he says to one section will proba-
bly apply to all sections. Let’s eliminate that obstacle.  
Failing to mark the music when Steve makes a comment 
about interpretation. A pencil is the tool to remove that 
obstacle.  A learning track teaches only the notes and 
words, not the interp. Your recorder is the tool to use to 
overcome the obstacle of learning and internalizing the 
changes and nuances that Steve makes during rehearsals. 

 So let’s keep our eyes on the goal, clear away any obsta-
cles in our path and continue on our journey of becoming a 
high B chorus. We can, we will, we must.  ♫
