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W 
e're all aware that there are different reasons to 
form a quartet. You have the local quartet that 

wants to be able to sing in the area in which they 
live. There's the chapter quartet that puts a few songs to-
gether to be able to sing on the annual show.  

Then there’s the competing quartet that gets together to 
sing for the experience of a District level competition. And  
there’s the all-star quartet that competes at the international 
level in hopes of winning the gold medal in their first year 
of competition.  

I'm not sure where my new quartet lines up with these  
examples.  We're a hybrid, I guess (trying to do my part in 
"going green").  Our goal is to have fun, sing well, enter-
tain, and see what shakes out at the competition level. 

 The "new quartet" started as a duet, really. Richard 
Brooks and I knew we wanted to sing together but didn't 
have two others to round out the foursome. We talked to 
Michael Harrison of BOSH, Turning Point, The Tabasco 
Cats, and many other quartets in the JAD. Mike and I had 
talked a while back about singing in a quartet but the  
opportunity didn't really arise as I was singing with Richard 
and the Wulf brothers in APEX.   

When APEX disbanded, Richard and I went straight to 
Mike. We met, sang a little, talked about our quartet  
philosophy and decided to become a trio. Now…the 
tenor.  Just like in the chorus, the "real world" does not 
feature tenors growing on trees. The pickin's are slim as 
they say.  

We talked to a few guys and Carl Cash was added to the 
mix. Carl and I went to Bowling Green together and have a 
long friendship entering into this quartet.  We're a good fit 

"on and off the 
court." 

At that point we 
had four members 
without a name We 
started with a list 
of about 35 names 
and pared it down 
to 5 or so.  By the 
way…the names 
came from some 
ideas we came up 
with on our own 
but mostly from a 

listing of DJ's we found on the Internet. If you'd like a 
unique name for your quartet, look up DJ's in the U.S. and 
you'll find a rich list of possibilities.  

So, our list of 5 names were scrutinized for a short time…
we played the game of 
announcing the names 
as competitors of 
JAD... “Ladies and 
gentlemen, representing 
the JAD, please wel-
come xxxx!”  Some of 
the names sounded 
good, and others were 
crossed off the list.  

We narrowed the 
choices down to 
two. The name that won 
gave us the best possi-
bility of logo, imagery and “catchiness.” Cadillac Jack.  It 
doesn't mean a thing; it just

heavy anvils to every pool hall and tavern in which they 
performed was a pain. And they received not even a  sha-
boo or howdy-do.  

While Dang, Hoootch, and Puck were grousing, rather 
loudly I might add, the assistant director of the  
Ocohotchee Glee and Perloo Society Anvil Chorus was lis-
tening rather intently, whilst partaking of some adult bever-
ages of his own.  

The reports are sketchy at best, but it is believed his name 
was Ivan “Big Cannonball” Kracker, a rather shady char-
acter of some ill-repute.

When you sing with three others, be sure you are all on 
the same page when it comes to your quartet philoso-
phy. Don't assume your brothers in song feel the same 
way you do. Be sure! 

 Cadillac Jack is excited to be in the "toddler stage" right 
now. We're learning, growing, and trying to move forward 
with measured steps. We'd like to become JAD champs as 
soon as we can. We'd like to represent the JAD at the  
international competition as soon as we can. And…if 
we're so fortunate, we'd like to wear that BHS gold 
medal. However, some or none of those things happen, we 
want to sing well, entertain and have fun singing barber-
shop harmony. That's what this hobby is about!!  ♫

August’s article was to remind us that we  
have an important part in working to do our best  
preparing for the contest. We have now shifted our focus 
from contest prep to preparing to record a CD. 

While the focus has shifted, all of those aspects of singing 
well have not. In fact, we will have the opportunity to seri-
ously prep a lot more than two songs. Not only will this be 
a good learning exercise, but it will also give us 10 to 12 
great songs to share at every performance.  

Now on to this month’s word. It is ironic that this month’s 
pick came at a time when we were still focused on contest. 
Now that our time is going to be filled with preparing to 
record, the September “word,” posture, becomes more 
important than ever. Not only do we have to practice good 
singing posture to produce good sound, posture also can 
refer to our attitude and commitment as we work together 
on this exciting new project.  

Making a CD is going to be new to all of us. The Music 
Team and Chapter Leadership group are going to do the 
best possible job of keeping everyone informed as we all 
begin the process. R. F. Miller has stepped up and agreed 
to chair the planning and recording phase.  

It is the Music Team’s goal to have all the Chordsmen 
commit to this project and to posture themselves so that 
we can have a super time in the process. We must continue 
the commitment of learning and singing well, as our goal

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Notes and Quotes

I 
n as much as we’re going to be learning a lot of new 
music in the months to come, here are a few proven 

ways to learn your music. 
 

♦ Immediately memorize the words and the story they 
tell before working on the notes. It is important for you 
to know all the words so that everyone sings them  
together. When you don't know the words to a song, 
you are always slightly behind everyone else who does 
know them. This causes the synchronization errors that 
the judges always talk about. If you don't know the 
story the words are trying to tell, how can you expect 
to put on the correct expressions that will convey that 
story to the audience? You MUST know the words 
AND the story they tell 

 

♦ Bring your “I Love Barbershop” pencil  to every chap-
ter meeting and mark your music with the director's 
intelligent and musical observations.  Errors or changes 
can be erased. Notations on your music will help you 
to remember what the director wants you to do when 
you work on your music at home. (You DO work on 
your music at home, don't you?)  

 

♦ Use your learning tracks to learn the notes and words. 
This means listening to it and singing along with it 
while driving to work, to the store, to church, or to 
chapter meeting.  

 

♦ Bring a voice recorder to every rehearsal and tape the 
entire rehearsal. This will capture the 
director’s comments and the proper inter-
pretation of certain passages. When you 
have used your learning tracks to learn 
the notes and words, put it away and use 
only your rehearsal recordings. 

 

♦ Pay attention and be quiet at rehearsals. In case you 
haven't noticed, there is far too much talking every 
time the director stops waving his arms. Don't talk as 
soon as you stop singing. LISTEN! Earl Moon used to 
say that God gave you two ears and one mouth, and He 
expects you to use them in that proportion. If you stop 
talking and listen during rehearsal, most of your ques-
tions will be answered before you ask them. You don't 
believe me? Try it!    ♫

How To Learn Your Music Quickly

All we have to do is listen to Steve and retain what he tells 
us and our CD project will be a success. Remember, he has 
done this process before with Uptown Sound. 

It’s been said the definition of luck is where 
“practice and preparation meet opportunity.” 
We have the opportunity. Let’s  practice and 
prepare so we’ll have good luck with the CD 
project.
